Additionally, we will pick conferences in Round Two; as each person places their draft pick on the board they make their random pick out of the hat.  We’ll take a break after the 7th round, which is when you can pay the $150.00 league entry fee for your team.  

Open for discussion:

· Draft Pick trades – if during our draft someone wants to “trade up” for a pick or player, we could allow draft pick trades during the draft…as long as each team has no less than 12 players or no more than 15 players by the start of the season, this could work.  Additionally, trades for future draft picks could be done during the season.  All standard transaction (trade) fees would apply.   Thoughts?  Comments?  (thanks to Kenji for the idea)
· Last minute changes – we all know how frustrating it is to turn in your lineup on Saturday, only to have a player scrubbed right before gametime on Sunday.  How about allowing changes up to 5 minutes before kickoff?  This would have to be phone messages only (no e-mail) and will require a time stamp on a voicemail message, both of which can be handled with my new phone system.  Good or bad idea?

Other issues:

· The website again will be the primary source of information; e-mails will only be sent in cases of emergencies or the need to transmit critical information.  I still have no plans on reopening the phone “hotline” again. 

· The 2001 Rules Handbook will be posted on the site next week. 

· Keep in mind that the keeper players listed above will be available to everyone in the 2002 draft.
